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Boals (topics)

The Curricular Unit (CU) is integrated in the Intensive PhD course in Architecture, within the specialization of Project Theary and Practice.

Taking as its subject western dwelling, the CU seeks to develop lines of research in the field of urban domestic space in current buildings - from the single-family house to residential
ensembles, using the fields of history, technology and saciology, in continuity with the themes introduced in the CU Architecture of Dwelling I.

As the theme of dwelling is inseparable fram the study of the city - given the existing interrelationships between urban design, collective infrastructure, ownership of urban land, and
building -, the Ul seeks to articulate the relationships that are established at different levels between the individual, the house and the city.

The CU's ultimate objective is to reflect on the major issues facing dwelling today.

Programmatic contents / Programme

Fundamental space for the life of man and the city's primary building matter, housing is a central research theme of the architectural discipline, arousing continuing interest in
academic and scientific studies.

Considering that the dwelling space is in constant transformation, the CU seeks to understand this process of evolution and transformation, addressing significant moments and case
studies from the history of dwelling, from its origin to the present.

In continuity with the work developed in the CU Architecture of Dwelling I, the program is divided into 3 themes:
| - Housing - origins, meaning, building processes and myths;
7 - Housing - physical and spatial structure, internal articulation, hierarchy of spaces, uses and functions;

3 - Housing and the city - transposition from a disperse model (rural) to a concentrated system (city); the street; urban land structure; urban design; the city resulting from housing
type (single-family and/or collective); housing typology and urban morphalogy.

4 - Dwelling the house - lifestyles and models of inhabiting; relationship between the house and the inhabitant; use and appropriation of space and levels of satisfaction;

3 - Housing, the contemporaneity and the future - themes: social, labor and technological change; mobility and migration; flexibility, adaptability, variety and programmatic versatility;
new construction and intervention in pre-existing structures; public and private promation.
